1. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide the Shareholders with information in 
respect of the resolutions to be proposed at the Annual General Meeting for (i) the granting 
of the Buyback Mandate to the Directors; (ii) the granting of the Issuance Mandate to the 
Directors; (iii) the extension of the Issuance Mandate by adding to it the aggregate number 
of the issued Shares repurchased by the Company under the Buyback Mandate; and (iv) the 
re-election of retiring Directors.

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2. BUYBACK AND ISSUANCE MANDATES

At the annual general meeting of the Company held on 28 August 2019, general 
mandates were granted to the Directors to exercise the powers of the Company to 
repurchase Shares and to issue new Shares respectively. Such mandates will lapse at the 
conclusion of the Annual General Meeting.

Ordinary resolutions will be proposed at the Annual General Meeting to approve the 
granting of new general mandates to the Directors:

(a) to purchase on the Stock Exchange up to 10% of the Shares of the Company 
on the date of passing of such resolution (the “Buyback Mandate”);

(b) to allot, issue or deal with Shares of an aggregate nominal amount of up to 
20% of the aggregate nominal amount of the share capital of the Company in 
issue on the date of passing of such resolution (the “Issuance Mandate”); and

(c) to extend the Issuance Mandate by an amount representing the aggregate 
nominal amount of the Shares repurchased by the Company pursuant to and in 
accordance with the Buyback Mandate.

The Buyback Mandate and the Issuance Mandate will continue in force until the 
conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company held after the Annual 
General Meeting or any earlier date as referred to in ordinary resolutions nos.

According to Bye-laws 101, 110(A) and 190(v) of the Bye-laws, Messrs. Huang 
Mingguo, Yuen Kin, Wong Kwan Kit and Fan Chun Wah Andrew shall retire from office 
by rotation at the Annual General Meeting, and being eligible, offer themselves, for re-
election. Details of Messrs. Huang Mingguo, Yuen Kin, Wong Kwan Kit and Fan Chun 
Wah Andrew which are required to be disclosed by the Listing Rules are set out in the 
Appendix II to this circular.

It was noted that the re-election of Mr. Fan Chun Wah Andrew (“Mr. Fan”) who 
currently holds more than six directorships in other listed companies in Hong Kong. 
Taking into account of the relevant expertise of Mr. Fan, his good track records in 
attending the Company’s meetings and providing feedbacks to the Company’s affairs from 
time to time; and he has provided a confirmation to the Company that he would ensure to 
devote sufficient time to the Board and the committees of the Company in which he is a 
member, the Board believes Mr. Fan would still be able to devote sufficient time to the 
Board. The Board is satisfied with Mr. Fan’s valuable contribution to the Group and Mr. 
Fan has the required character, integrity and experience to continuously fulfill his role as 
an Independent Non-executive Director effectively.

Mr. Fan’s biographical details which are required to be disclosed by the Listing 
Rules are set out in Appendix II of this circular.

4. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING AND PROXY ARRANGEMENT

At the Annual General Meeting, resolutions will be proposed to approve, inter alia, the 
granting of the Buyback Mandate and the Issuance Mandate, the extension of the Issuance 
Mandate by the addition thereto of the number of Shares repurchased pursuant to the 
Buyback Mandate and the re-election of Directors.

The Chairman of the Annual General Meeting will 
therefore demand a poll for every resolution put to the vote of the Annual General Meeting 
pursuant to Bye-law 78 of the Bye-laws.

To the best of the Directors’ knowledge, information and belief, having made all 
reasonable enquiries, no Shareholders have a material interest in relation to the resolution 
to be proposed at the Annual General Meeting and no Shareholders shall be required to 
abstain from voting as the Annual General Meeting.

An announcement on poll vote results will be published by the Company after the 
Annual General Meeting in the manner prescribed under Rule 13.39(5) of the Listing 
Rules.

6. RECOMMENDATION

The Directors consider that the granting of the Buyback Mandate, the granting/ 
extension of the Issuance Mandate, the re-election of retiring Directors are in the interests 
of the Company, the Group and the Shareholders.

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APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT ON THE BUYBACK MANDATE

The following is an explanatory statement required by the Listing Rules to be sent 
to the Shareholders to enable them to make an informed decision on whether to vote for or 
against the ordinary resolution to be proposed at the Annual General Meeting in relation to 
the granting of the Buyback Mandate.

1. REASONS FOR BUYBACK OF SECURITIES

The Directors believe that the granting of the Buyback Mandate is in the interests of 
the Company and the Shareholders.

Repurchases of securities of the Company may, depending on the market conditions 
and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value per 
Share and/or earnings per Share. The Directors are seeking the granting of the Buyback 
Mandate to give the Company the flexibility to do so if and when appropriate. The number 
of Shares to be repurchased on any occasion and the price and other terms upon which the 
same are repurchased will be decided by the Directors at the relevant time, having regard 
to the circumstances then pertaining.

2. SHARES

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the issued share capital of the Company comprised 
1,390,656,816 Shares.

Subject to the passing of the ordinary resolution no. 5 set out in the notice of the 
Annual General Meeting in respect of the granting of the Buyback Mandate and on the 
basis that no Shares are issued or repurchased by the Company prior to the date of the 
Annual General Meeting, the Directors would be authorised under the Buyback Mandate to 
repurchase a maximum of 139,065,682 Shares (representing 10% of the Shares in issue as 
at the Latest Practicable Date) during the period in which the Buyback Mandate remains in 
force.

3. FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

In repurchasing Shares, the Company may only apply funds legally available for 
such purpose in accordance with its memorandum of association, the Bye-laws, the laws of 
Bermuda, and/or any other applicable laws.
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The Company is empowered by its memorandum of association, the Bye-laws 
to repurchase Shares. The laws of Bermuda provide that the amount of capital paid in 
connection with a share repurchase by a company may only be paid out of either the 
capital paid up on the relevant shares, or the funds of the company which would otherwise 
be available for dividend or distribution or the proceeds of a fresh issue of shares made 
for such purpose. The amount of premium payable on repurchase may only be paid out of 
funds of the company which would otherwise be available for dividend or distribution or 
out of the share premium account of the company before the shares are repurchased.

4. IMPACT OF REPURCHASES

There might be a material adverse impact on the working capital or gearing position 
of the Company (as compared with the position disclosed in the audited accounts contained 
in the annual report of the Company for the year ended 31 March 2020) in the event 
that the Buyback Mandate was to be carried out in full at any time during the proposed 
repurchase period. However, the Directors do not intend to exercise the Buyback Mandate 
to such extent as would, in the circumstances, have a material adverse effect on the 
working capital requirements of the Company or the gearing levels which in the opinion of 
the Directors are from time to time appropriate for the Company.

5. TAKEOVERS CODE

If, on the exercise of the power to repurchase Shares pursuant to the Buyback 
Mandate, a Shareholder’s proportionate interest in the voting rights of the Company 
increases, such increase will be treated as an acquisition for the purposes of the Takeovers 
Code. Accordingly, a Shareholder, or group of Shareholders acting in concert, could obtain 
or consolidate control of the Company and become obliged to make a mandatory offer in 
accordance with Rule 26 of the Takeovers Code for all the Shares not already owned by 
such Shareholder or group of Shareholders.
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As at the Latest Practicable Date, each of Mr. Dizon Basilio and Ms. Chow 
Lai Wah Livia was respectively deemed to be interested in 323,360,112 Shares and 
323,360,112 Shares, representing approximately 23.25% and 23.25% of the Shares issued 
by the Company respectively. In the event that the Directors exercise in full the power 
to repurchase Shares of the Company in accordance with the Buyback Mandate, the 
shareholding of Mr. Dizon Basilio and Ms. Chow Lai Wah Livia will be increased to 
approximately 25.84% and 25.84% respectively of the issued share capital of the Company. 
The Board of Directors has no intention to exercise the Buyback Mandate, and will not 
give rise to an obligation for the Shareholders to make a mandatory offer under Rule 26 of 
the Takeovers Code.

6. GENERAL

None of the Directors or, to the best of their knowledge having made all reasonable 
enquiries, any of their respective associates (as defined in the Listing Rules) have any 
present intention to sell any Shares to the Company in the event that the granting of the 
Buyback Mandate is approved by the Shareholders.

The Company has not been notified by any connected persons (as defined in the 
Listing Rules) of the Company that they have a present intention to sell any Shares to 
the Company, or that they have undertaken not to sell any Shares held by them to the 
Company in the event that the granting of the Buyback Mandate is approved by the 
Shareholders.
